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Jeffrey Simpson seems to believe that, because Canada does not impose the death penalty, a Canadian such as Ronald Smith, who committed two murders in the U.S., and has been condemned to death in accordance with U.S. law, should be spared that penalty because, well, because he's Canadian.

Mr. Simpson's view would produce a two-tier system of justice where, if you commit a crime in the U.S., the penalty would depend on whether you're American or Canadian. 

Discrimination on the basis of nationality goes against the principle of equality before the law.

I say, we don't tell the U.S. how to run their justice system, and they don't tell us how to run ours.
