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The opinion that, when it comes to Canada’s foreign policy, "Canada-US relations trump everything" is not supported by the historical record. In fact, Canada has chosen a different course of action from that of the US on many occasions.
 
Canada entered World War II before the US did. Canada did not participate in the Vietnam and Iraq wars.  The US prohibits its citizens from visiting Cuba. Canada does not. 
 
All of this does not eliminate the reality that US foreign policy is taken into account by Canadian governments when formulating Canadian foreign policy.  But, in the final analysis, Canada makes its own decisions, which is the way it should be.
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
