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Renouncing all other citizenships should be a condition for obtaining Canadian citizenship. This would go a long way towards ensuring that new Canadians understand very clearly that, while there are no legal obstacles to their retention of cultural ties to their country of origin, citizenship is a different matter. It carries rights and responsibilities. And one of those responsibilities is exclusive loyalty to Canada. 
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
