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In his column, Andrew Coyne advocates asking questions that matter. No reasonable person would disagree with him.

With regard to the CBC, the question of whether Canadians need or want the CBC has in fact been asked and answered since before the CBC was created by Parliament and on numerous occasions throughout its history.

The most recent answer was given by the Parliamentary Committee on Canadian Heritage in 2008. It confirmed the CBC's role as an institution at the centre of cultural, political, social and economic life in Canada. This conclusion was supported by members of all political parties. There was no dissent.

Clearly, the broadcasting environment is changing rapidly and the CBC is performing a leadership role in adapting to these changes. Hence, the problem is not that questions that matter are not being asked. Instead, it's that some people don't agree with the answers.
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
