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It is difficult to understand the extent of the controversy over the issue of an elected Senate. At present, the Prime Minister appoints senators. There is no legal obstacle that prevents him from consulting whomever he wants to consult about potential nominees. An election is simply a method that a prime minister could use to broaden the pool of people whose opinion he would seek before he makes an actual appointment.
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
