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At a time when we should be strengthening the CBC, the relentless  chipping away of its financial resources further weakens the bonds that, however imperfectly, tie this vast country together. Instead, we hang on to the monarchy, a relic of our colonial history whereby Canada's head of state does not even live in or pay taxes to Canada. We also grant Canadian citizenship to individuals who choose to remain citizens of other countries, which enables them to vote in foreign elections and to be elected to the legislatures of those foreign countries.  
At current population growth rates, there will likely be 65 million Canadians celebrating our 200th anniversary in 2167. Much of that population growth will be due to immigration. To preserve our Canadian identity, we will need to facilitate the integration of those immigrants into the broader Canadian society. This will be challenging, but not impossible. A good place to start is to rebuild the CBC and other Canadian institutions that complement its nation building role, to establish a "made in Canada" process for selecting our head of state and to grant Canadian citizenship only when individuals renounce any other citizenship they hold.  
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
