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Thanks to Carleton University's Institute of Criminology and Criminal Justice decision to end internships with law enforcement agencies, its students will no longer be exposed to real-life everyday police work. The risk that they might develop a perspective different from the one advanced by their mentors is simply too great. It could even lead to students offering ideas of their own on how to tackle the issue.
There is no vaccine that immunizes students against the temptation to challenge conventional thinking. Hence, the Institute has decided to protect them from infection by external influences by quarantining them within its thick ivory tower. This strategy of fighting systemic racism is built on the sands of systemic conformism and is doomed to fail.
